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Global Visionaries Receives Grant 

from The Russell Family Foundation
Global Visionaries, the Seattle based non-profit organization, has received a grant for $14,000 from The Russell Family Foundation.  This will allow Global Visionaries to expand its in-school and after-school environmental education programs, which reach hundreds of Puget Sound high school students each year.  
GV offers five programs: 1) Leadership Program [an after school year-long program integrating experiential training and volunteer service] 2) Youth Board [a multi-year advanced leadership program in which students peer-teach the first year Leadership Program participants], 3) GAP year [year long program for high school graduates] and 4) Global Leadership Class [a semester long social studies class offered during the school day].  

GV works to educate and empower youth from diverse socio-economic, ethnic, racial and geographic backgrounds, allowing young adults from 9th to 12th grade to become active leaders and global citizens.  GV addresses problems relating to social and environmental justice, allowing students to think innovatively in finding solutions to problems of their generation.  Through integrated curriculums, students develop a holistic worldview in understanding cross-cultural relationships, as well as the relationship between humans and their environment.  After the year long leadership training, GV students travel to Guatemala twice yearly, involving students in the construction of schools, reforestation of Guatemala’s threatened forests, interaction with nurses and patients in a hospital, and the experience of a Guatemalan coffee farmer.  

This grant from The Russell Family Foundation will enable GV to expand the number of students it reaches with its programs, and increase training and resources for those who work in educating the students.  It will also allow GV to offer new programs to students, improving the level of experiential environmental education in the organization.  
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
