Global Visionaries, the Seattle based non-profit organization, has received a grant for $15,000 from the Seattle International Foundation, a supporting organization at The Seattle Foundation.  This grant will allow Global Visionaries to develop a comprehensive 5-year plan, as well as to conduct an outcomes and personal impact evaluation study for both Global Visionaries U.S. and its Guatemalan alumni.  
Global Visionaries (GV) is an organization that works to educate and empower youth from diverse socio-economic, ethnic, racial and geographic backgrounds, allowing young adults from 9th to 12th grade to become active leaders and global citizens.  GV addresses problems relating to social and environmental justice, allowing students to think innovatively in finding solutions to problems of their generation.  Through integrated curriculums, students develop a holistic worldview in understanding cross-cultural relationships, as well as the relationship between humans and their environment.  After the year long leadership training, GV students travel to Guatemala twice yearly, involving students in the construction of schools, reforestation of Guatemala’s threatened forests, interaction with nurses and patients in a hospital, and the experience of a Guatemalan coffee farmer.  
This grant will allow Global Visionaries to improve and expand in its dedication to youth empowerment and education.  It will continue in its efforts to make young adults into active world citizens, with the knowledge and skills to better communities and environments at home and abroad.
